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Opening Remarks

Mr. R. Jones, as chairman of the meeting, opened the meeting and expressed his appreciation to all the experts who had attended this meeting. He also expressed his thanks to Luis Castro of DEPV for hosting the meeting and to Maria Helena Diniz and her staff for providing administrative support.

Since there were some new members in attendence, the Chairman asked each attendee to introduce themselves. There were 49 experts from 12 countries and 4 International Organizations who attended the meeting. The list of attendees is attached as Appendix A.

The list of papers submitted for JWG consideration is in Appendix B.

Approval of Agenda and Distribution of Papers



The draft Agenda (WP 8-3) was introduced and there being no changes, the meeting then approved the Agenda which is attached as Appendix C.

The meeting reviewed WP 8-2,  List of Working papers, and further working papers were introduced to the meeting.  A total of 10 papers were made available to the meeting.    

Report from the ICAO Secretariat

The Secretary provided an update to the members through the introduction of WP 8-09. He stated that the ANC has approved two new members: Nelson Garcia from Argentina and Mamadou Diop from ASECNA. On the ATN Security issue, several replies had been received but he hoped that there would be more coming in the near future. The proposed changes to the AFTN SARPs recommended by ATNP/2 have been supported by States and, with a few minor changes, will be incorporated into amendment 73 of Annex 10.



The ANC has performed the final review of the ATN SARPs which included all the CCB changes as recommended at the last WGW and by the special CCB meeting in Montreal in December 97. The ANC decided that, for the time being, the detailed SARPs will be published as a special manual with the SARPs style language retained. The manual is expected to be published at the same time as amendment 73 to Annex 10, in August 1998. The document will be amended on an annual basis, if necessary. Both hard and soft copies of the final CORE SARPs are available to the ATNP members. The effective date for the ATN SARPs, and the associated detail Manual, is 5 November 1998.



Several communiqués have been received from the AMCP which will be addressed by working group 2. The secretary also indicated that his office receives requests for ATN developments or implementation initiatives/activities. All participants were encouraged to present papers on these topics to working group meetings so they could be promulgated to others by way of the meeting report.

ACTION: ALL



JY Piram asked if the ATNP could do something to convince the ANC to publish the detailed materiel as SARPs? The Secretary stated that the ANC had one of its subgroups look at all SARPs and recommend how they should be handled. Their tendency, and subsequent recommendation to ANC, was to not publish details as SARPs. Many changes were expected to the detailed SARPs, so ANC decided, for “the time being” to publish materiel like this as a Manual. ANC wants the Panel to continue work on both the detailed part and the CORE SARPs. He also stated that the Secretariat would like to see the detailed materiel published as a Technical Specification. 

	JY Piram outlined some consequences of this decision. For example, WG3 work requires the development of a gateway between CIDIN and ATN. The present Annex 10 CIDIN SARPs are not correct. CIDIN has been implemented using the Euopean Manual. If WG3 design gateway to ANNEX 10 CIDIN, it will not work. Also only AFTN/CIDIN are now in SARPs whereas the rest is in a Manual. How do we correlate the two? Could we propose that we downgrade present ANNEX 10 to a manual? The Chairman stated that the Panel can propose changes to Annex 10 at ATNP3. The Secretary stated that we could also propose to have parts of the present Technical Manual to be put into Annex 10 but the ANC wouldn’t allow all of the Technical Manual to be transferred there; be reasonable.

	

	The Chairman stated that the Technical manual should have more status than a regular manual.  The Secretary stated that all new detailed SARPs will be published like the ATN SARPs. He also agreed that if we want to make changes to ANNEX 10 we should propose these changes at ATNP3. The Secretary then reminded the meeting as to exactly what a PANEL is and does. A Panel only exists to advise the ANC on technical matters. 



	M Asbury stated it would be helpful if there were an indication from ANC, to States, as to the force of the Manual with respect to normal SARPs. The Secretary stated that most States would follow the Manual as if they were SARPs.



	The Chairman stated that this was obviously an important item to members and he encouraged members, if they wanted further discussion, to table working papers and/or flimsies into the next JWG at Utrecht

In response to a question, the Secretary stated that any SARPs changes coming out of ATNP3 will not be effective until November 2001 which is the    next ANNEX10 revision date.

The Secretary stated that the CAMAL will also be published as a Manual but not one with the same priority as the Sub-volumes. It is expected to be available in March 1999. Minor changes to the CAMAL can be accepted up until 01 July 1998.

. Reports from the Rapporteurs



WG1- The Rapporteur outlined what progress had taken place in the WG since the Redondo meeting. He stated that the CAMAL had been passed to the CCB for configuration control and for changes relating to defect resolutions in the SARPs. Any new materiel will be published in the CAMAL-II after ATNP/3. He stated that draft CORE and SV-1 SARPs have been written and will be made available to the other WG’s. WG1 also wants to propose work for the other WG’s and will do so in a WP to be presented later. Work is continuing on System Management but there is still a lot of coordination that will have to take lace between the three WG’s. 

	In the WG1 meeting, a question arose regarding end-to-end performance and in particular, what happens if we do not achieve it in the 5% of the probability of cases? Further work in this area is required. WG1 also endorsed the concept of Simple ATN Messaging (SAM) and will be asking WG3 to work the detailed technical SARPs. Another area was how the Secretariat would maintain the detailed SARPs in the future? The CCB will be coordinating this with some outside agencies. ARINC, IATA, and ICCAIA have been asked to raise the question of accessing the aircraft address with AEEC.



	The question of archiving ATSC messages is being looked at in WG1. More information will be available after the next meeting.



	The Rapporteur asked M. Bigelow to present WP 8-5 which covered the WG2/WG3 activities needd to provide the security mechanism for presentation at ATNP/3. The meeting accepted the proposals and the meteriel will be passed to WG2 and WG3 for consideration.

WG2- The Rapporteur presented his report by introducing WP8-8. The activities and evaluations were highlighted. He stated that the major thrusts for the WG were in system management, proposed security changes to the technical SARPs, and in the new area of multicast.

WG 3- The Rapporteur opened the briefing by thanking all those who had provided support to him over the past few months. He then asked JY Piram to make the report as acting Rapporteur at the last meeting. JY Piram spoke of work done for modifying the detailed SARPs and the associated GM for the applications under the WG. Revisions were put into the WGW at Redondo. SG1 & SG2 worked on security and there was close coordination with WG1.  Some work is still being done on the GM for CM.  Some work being done on AFTN related issues that will need to be addressed next week.  SG2 will be meeting this weekend to discuss some issues in detail. S. VanTrees, as Chairman of SG3 reported on progress on SV 6 which is now in draft and will be tabled next week. A paper will be presented on security in the upper layers.

The Chairman of the CCB, S. VanTrees, briefed on the CCB 5th meeting held in Rio. The CCB has drawn the baseline. They have also developed a new criteria for PDR’s to ensure better control. The CCB  will be looking closely at the interoperability aspects when proposing resolutions to PDR’s. The first  PDR of 98 was received by the CCB last week; there have now been 101 submitted since the CCB started its work with nearly all of them finalized in one manner or another. Work is progressing on several PDR’s now on the CCB plate. The next CCB meeting 26 Jun 98. 



Report on ADSP Activities

G. Anderson provided the meeting with an informal briefing on the latest activities in ADSP through the introduction of  WP8-4. Because of its size, it is available in soft copy on the office server. Hard copies will be made available only on request. The major topics in the paper covered Security, the  transition document  “Guidance on Accommodation of FANS-1/A in an ATN SARPs Environment”. The largest amount of work impacting the ATNP will be in FIS area, particularly TAF and METAR. 

M Asbury advised the meeting of action that had to be taken by the ANC for this latest ADSP information.



After a few questions, the Chairman thanked Mr. Anderson for presenting this most interesting paper to the meeting.

Upcoming ICAO CNS/ATM  Meeting

The Chairman asked the meeting if they were aware of any papers related to ATN. M. Adnams stated that there would most likely be one from EUROCONTROL on ATN status and trials. The Secretary stated that this was a high level conference concentrating on legal, financial and training issues. There would be an ICAO paper on the status of the ATN. 



Other Business

M. Adnams presented WP8-10. which is, in essence, a press release reporting on the “First Successful 7 Layer ATN SARPS Compliant Flight Trial”. An excerpt from the release states: “The EUROCONTROL Agency, in collaboration with STNA (France) and DERA (UK) is able to announce its first successful flight trial of a full seven layer protocol stack of the Aeronautical Telecommunication Network (ATN). The flight involving the DERA Bedford BAC 1-11 research aircraft took place on the afternoon of 12th March 1988, during which stable exchanges of ICAO SARPs compliant Automatic Dependent Surveillance (ADS) and Controller Pilot Data Link Communication (CPDLC) messages were achieved for over one hour.” 

	Further information is available in the paper.



	The meeting recognized that this is a significant event in the evolution of the ATN. M. Adnams stated that there were no problems with the exchange of messages. When asked about the CHI used, he stated it was purely a technical excerise and that “lab” end systems were used.

T. Hagenberg stated that similar flight trials were to be underway shortly in his administration.

The Chairman thanked EUROCONTROL for sharing this information with us.



Upcoming ATN WG Meetings





Meeting closed at 1345hrs.

The Secretary stated that the possibility of holding ATNP/3 in September 1999 has been investigated. It appears that many panels have already been scheduled for 1999 and it is rather difficult to fit ATNP/3 in that year, especially in the month of September (it is reserved for ADSP/5).



	It may be possible to hold a one-week long meeting in May 1999 (from 17 to 21). If panel members are satisfied that the envisaged enhancements to SARPs and guidance material can be achieved in one week of full panel meeting, they should advise the Panel Secretary ASAP. Other possibilities for ATNP/3 are 6-17 December 1999 and March 2000 (exact dates yet unknown).



	After a short discussion, the JWG members stated that their preference was for the December 99 dates. Several reasons were given for asking for this date.

ACTION: Secretary





T. Hagenberg was asked to provide the members with advance information on the next scheduled meeting to be held in Utrecht. He presented WP 8-7 which gave the details.



The Chairman stated that we should lay out the dates for the next WG meetings up to ATNP/3 to allow the SG’s in particular, to schedule their work on the CNS/ATM-2 SARP’s and GM as well as allowing Administrations to plan. We had scheduled the June 98 meeting and had tentatively scheduled a Sep/Oct 98 meeting in France at the last WGW meeting. It was proposed that meetings be scheduled for January 99, June 99, and September 99. R. Jones tabled WP 8-6 which offered to hold the January 99 meeting in Hawaii. Confirmation of acceptance of these dates and place were needed from this meeting because arrangements must be in place no later than April 98. T. Calow offered to host either the June or September 99 meeting in Canada. M. Adnams offered to host the June 99 meeting in EUROCONTROL and J. Cid offered to host the September 99 meeting in Spain. J. Cid stated that his Administration has already approved the budget for the meeting and that it would be the first ATNP meeting held in his country. M. Adnams stated that EUROCONTROL wanted to host the meeting because Brussels was a central location and that there are major activities underway that would be of interest to the members. T. Calow stated that the June 99 meeting should be held in a location other than Europe because, of the five proposed meetings, four of them could be located in Europe. 



The Chairman asked the members for their input and after a discussion the meeting decided on the following schedule for the meetings:
