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BRIEF REPORT OF THE 18TH MEETING OF THE ATNP/WG3 (ATN APPLICATIONS AND UPPER LAYERS), TOKYO, JAPAN, 1 – 3 DECEMBER 1999

 1.
The 18th meeting of the ICAO ATNP WG3 was held in the Shinagawa Prince Hotel, Tokyo, Japan, from 1 – 3 December 1999. The meeting was chaired by the WG3 Rapporteur, Mike Asbury, and was attended by some 21 Members from 10 States and 2 International Organisations.  40 Working Papers (WP) were presented.

2.
The ICAO Secretary confirmed that ATNP/3 would be held in Montreal from 7 to 18 February 2000. There was a final cut-off date for the receipt of papers of 8th January ’00.
3.
There was a joint meeting with WG 1, concerning  (i) Withdrawal of ISO Standards (ICAO should approach the ISO and come to some mutually beneficial arrangement), (ii) Timestamping (there was no need to change the current specifications), (iii) Security (implementation mandatory, use optional) and (iv) Sunset dates for no data link without security (institutional matter, for the ANC).

 4.
With regard to SARPs, the new version of the ATSMHS is available.  The CIDIN/AMHS Gateway material is well advanced.  Amendments to Annex 10 for inclusion of AMHS and AIDC have been prepared. Consolidated CM Version 2 SARPs were in final draft, and ADS and ARF Version 2 SARPs were complete.  FIS Version 2 SARPs had been presented earlier.  There was little in the way of changes to CPDLC.  The Upper Layers Communications Service had been revised to include Security and other enhancements. Validation was in progress, to be nearly complete by ATNP/3, although there were possibly some security related aspects which would still be outstanding. 

5.
The new ATN Directory Service SARPs, aimed at providing generic directory services over the ATN Internet, had been reviewed in detail at the last ULCS meeting.  All that remains is a little work on CM, and this would be completed before the WGW.  The other new SV, ATN Identifier Registration, was intended to be a repository for ATN object identifiers, designed to eliminate overlap of address/object identifiers. It was agreed that validation was not required – it didn’t really have any technology.

6.
PICS/OICS (air/ground and AIDC) are now stable, and may be accessed for use.  There has been a great deal of co-operation with industry and potential users.  The format is now greatly simplified, and takes account of the formality of the existing protocol chapters in the applications. The PICS/OICS have been prepared in Microsoft Excel format - ICAO was told that they should be kept that way.  There was an urgent need to find a working home for the PICS/OICS, and to agree a maintenance infrastructure.  The CCB would take it on, and they could then be stored on the CCB site on the CENA server, with the CCB offering configuration control, and ‘preparing them for publication’, whenever that date may be.

7.
The ATN Abbreviations & Definitions Lexicon was presented - this paper is the final WordPerfect version – which would help with the interpretation of the documents.  It was Guidance Material, and should be treated as such.

8.
Actions/papers for the Working Group of the Whole and ATNP/3 meetings were identified and presented.  Agendas for the WGW, and outlines for the outcome of the Meeting respectively, were also prepared.  
It was appreciated that not all the work was completed, and in fact may not be completed until post-ATNP/3.  Nevertheless this was the target, and omissions will be notified at the WGW.

9.
There will be no further meetings of WG 3 before ATNP/3.  This was the MA’s last meeting as Rapporteur of WG 3, and he thanked all members for their help and co-operation towards achieving completion of the work programme by ATNP/3.
