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Introduction

This paper aims at reporting to the working group the work achieved by SG1 since the Tokyo WG3 meeting.

1. Meetings

There has been no formal subgroup meeting. Work has been performed mostly by informal co-ordination and electronic mail exchanges. 

2. Work progress

2.1 Maintenance of CNS/ATM-1 Package SARPs

2.1.1 ATSMHS

After approval by the ANC of the ATNP/3 meeting conclusions, as recommended by the Panel Secretary, a PDR has been submitted by the ATSMHS SARPs Editor, for the deletion from Sub-Volume 3 of all clauses relating to the ATN Pass-Through Service and to the AFTN/ATN Type A Gateway.

2.1.2 AIDC

There has been no specific maintenance activity concerning AIDC SARPs. An AIDC PDR is still under discussion.

The AIDC SARPs are in fact expected to be the subject of a major revision, due to the changes recently specified by the ADS Panel.

2.2 Work in relation with Doc 9705 Edition 3

Most of the work performed in the time period has been concentrated on these items:

· completion of the CIDIN/AMHS Gateway SARPs, in particular for non-AFTN CIDIN applications (OPMET and CIDIN operator messages);

· completion of Guidance Material;

· review of the material above.

3. Co-ordination with other groups or bodies

In relation with the work performed within the SPACE project, co-ordination has been performed with the EUR AFSG/2 meeting, held in Paris in April 2000, in particular to propose guidelines for AMHS addressing in the ICAO EUR (Europe) region.

4. Recommendation

The working group is invited to note the progress achieved by the subgroup.
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
