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SUMMARY

Due to postponing of the new EUR CIDIN Manual by end of 2001, the intended update of the CIDIN/AMHS Gateway specification concerning references to a consolidated CIDIN base documentation is not longer possible before publication of the 3rd edition of Doc 9705. The working paper recommends the acceptance of a later update taking into account, that there is no functional impact on the CIDIN/AMHS Gateway specification.

1. 
Introduction

During the specification work for the CIDIN/AMHS Gateway the problem of acceptable CIDIN base documentation was addressed several times. The ATNP Secretary expressed the view that, generally, technical specifications and guidance material should only refer to saleable documentation.

At the time of the Berlin ATNP meetings, there was still the expectation that by end of this year new and consolidated CIDIN base documentation would be available. However, recently received information indicates that the new CIDIN documentation will be not published before end of 2001.

In the following, the problem of an interim CIDIN base documentation is discussed in more detail to provide sufficient information for an appropriate action by the Subgroup.

2. Discussion

For the time being, the developed CIDIN/AMHS Gateway material (for Doc 9705 and Doc 9739) still refers to CIDIN interim documentation, in particular to meeting reports of the regional (European) ICAO body which is tasked with the maintenance of the CIDIN standards. – For the currently referred CIDIN base documentation refer to [1], Attachment 1, Section 6.2.2.1.2.

At the time of the ATNP Meetings at Berlin (Germany) in the last August / September, there was still the expectation that in due time with the processing of the 3rd edition of Doc 9705 a new EUR CIDIN Manual would be published and, thus, a consolidated CIDIN base documentation would be available. In this view, with [1], Attachment 2, cross-references were provided between the existing and new, consolidated CIDIN documentation.

Now, an information received recently from the Chairman of the above mentioned ICAO body indicates some delay in the development of the new CIDIN Manual which, together with the required regional approval mechanism, effects a shift of the publication date to the end of 2001.

In consequence, the current used CIDIN references cannot be updated before the planned publication of the 3rd edition of Doc 9705 in April 2001. – Reference: Update from the Panel Secretary, Berlin.

However, it should be recalled that the outstanding update of the CIDIN base documentation has no impact on the functionality of the CIDIN/AMHS Gateway. There is “only” the formal requirement on adequate reference documentation which has to be met.

3. Action by the meeting
The meeting is invited 

a) to support the publication of the technical specifications for the CIDIN/AMHS Gateway with the 3rd edition of Doc 9705 taking into account that the outstanding update in the CIDIN reference documentation has no technical impact; and

b) to take appropriate action when the new EUR CIDIN Manual will be available at the end of 2001.
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
